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DEPARTMENT OF COMPUTER SCIENCE (SELF FINANCE)

B.C.A.

It is a course that is tailored for the students aspiring to excel in the field of computer . If you are inclined towards computer

related subjects and studies or even if you are not really interested in computer but have a quick thinking mind that can analyze
the situation at hand and apply concepts towards solving them, then this is the course for you. B.C.A is 3 year course i.e. 6
semesters duration leading to a Graduate degree in "Bachelor of Computer Application".

OBJECTIVES

To demonstrate a sound knowledge in key areas of computer science orindustrial computing.

To demonstrate a substantial understanding of concepts in key areas of computer science.

To carry out the required analysis and synthesis involved in computer systems, information systems and computer
applications.

To demonstrate professional competence in developing software and in its design and implementation.

To develop sound practical skills to enable them to tackle problems which arise from computer systems and applications.

ELIGIBILITY

No. of Seats = 60
Admission in B.C.A. course is open for a candidate who has passed Intermediate examination of the Board of High
School and Intermediate Education U.P. Allahabad or an examination recognized by the university or equivalent with
aminimum of 45% marks (33% in case of SC, ST candidates). Mathematics is mandatory at High School or Intermediate.
The admission will be governed by the rules prescribed by the State Government & C.C.S. University from time to time.
No candidate will get an opportunity of improvement of marks once she has passed an examination.
Medium of Instruction for examination will be English.
75% attendance in every semester is compulsory for appearing in all the university examinations.The student failing to put in
required attendance in any semester will be detained.
The minimum pass marks (including internal assessment) will be 40% in each paper & 50% in aggregate.
In the first five semesters,the candidate will be declared "PASS" or "FAIL" and classification of division will be made on the
basis of the combined result of all the six semesters as under.
(i) Ifacandidate fails in five or more papersin | and Il semesters then she will have to repeat the course infirst semester.
(ii) Ifacandidate fails in seven or more papers, she will not be allowed to continue with the course.
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CAREER OPPORTUNITIES

The range of careers in Computer and IT related fields is immense. Some are creative and some are highly technical. Much of
the work involves lateral thinking and problem solving.

The career opportunities can be broadly categorized under Computer programmers, Software Developers, Web
Designers/Developers, Business System analysts, System operators, Training professionals, Customer/help desk/Technical
support executives or Team Leaders, Technicians and even Sales professionals in Computer application based companies.

After successful completion of BCA one can work as a : Software Programmer, Database Administrator, System and Network
Administrator, Multimedia/Web Programmer, Web Designer or if one has aptitude in academics one can choose to be Faculty
for Computer Science/Computer Application Technologies. After successful completion of B.C.A., one can also opt for post-
graduate courses such as M.C.A. or M.B.A. in Information Technology.

Emoluments for B.C.A. degree holders are generally attractive as jobs may be relaed to the IT/ITES based industries.

Being an ally of the IT industry, the job opportunities and salary perks are subject to the IT market needs and conditions. The
work culture and ethics are also very similar. Emoluments for B.C.A. graduates depend on the skill/service candidates can offer to
their prospective companies.

B.Sc. (60 Seats) : Admission to B.Sc.(Home Science) is open for a candidate who has passed Intermediate examination

of Board of High School and Intermediate, U.P. Allahabad or an examination recognized by the university or equivalent with a
minimum of 45% (33% in case of SC/ST candidates) with Home Science or Biology as a subject.

M. Sc.(30 Seats): Admission to M. Sc. (Food and Nutrition), is open for a candidate who has passed B.Sc.(Home Science)
from arecognized university.

HIGHLIGHTS OF VARIOUS STREAMS

I-Department of Food & Nutrition

At the undergraduate level, the students are provided with knowledge of Food Science, Nutrition and Meal Management
for different age group, Food Microbiology, Nutritional Biochemistry, Diet Therapy as well as practical training in the above
areas to make the learning all-round.

Job Prospects
After finishing the course, the students can either seek jobs directly or opt for master's programme in Food & Nutrition.
They can seek jobs as Diet and Nutrition consultants in hospitals and health clinics. They can also join catering
organizations, food processing industry or opt for teaching and research.
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II-Department of Textile & Clothing

The students are given multifaceted knowledge of Fabric Science, Apparal Designing for diverse groups and Indian Textiles
through classroom as well as extensive laboratory work. Regular interfacing with the industry and training institutes is a part and
parcel of the undergraduate programme. The students are acquainted with the industry through visits.

Job Prospects

The students can either seek jobs directly or else opt for post-graduate Diploma or Degree Courses & Specialize in specific
fields. They can pursue Master's degree in Textiles andClothing, courses in Marketing, Merchandising, Fashion Journalism and other
allied areas from Fashion Designing Institutions. They can seek employment in textiles and apparel industry, multinational buying
houses, textile testing laboratories, research organizations and export houses.

III-Department of Child Development

The course of study encourages students to analyse themself, develop their personality through introspection and enhance
self-development.

Practicals also
aim at enhancing the potential of each student and assist her in self-realization worth and potentials. A dedication to work with
community and to contribute in the development of various underprevilaged groups is the front of the departmental activities.
